This course provides students with opportunities to study required skills for 
global engineers which includes speaking, listening, writing, and reading skills in 
English. It provides students with an opportunity to acquire and practice all four 
language skills through a variety of topics related to their daily life, news, 
technology, academic writing, and engineering work. Learning activities are 
designed to support learners to collaboratively work in pairs and groups to 
improve language skills and present them in both oral and written forms.

Lecture, discussion and group presentation are mostly used in the class. The 
classroom activities mainly focus on oral and written communication. 

- The lesson can be changed according to appropriateness and learners’ 
language proficiency.
- Learning activities might be changed or other tasks might be assigned to 
maximize learners’ language acquisition.
